Stone Bank School is working closely with the Waukesha Public Health Department to monitor flu
conditions.  Today, October 26 , we had approximately a 9% absence rate for students with flu-liketh

symptoms.

I wanted to update parents that the Waukesha Public Health Department will be offering a free 2009
Immunization Clinic on October 27, 28  and 29  from 1p.m. to 7p.m. at the Waukesha County Expoth th th

Forum Building. They will be offering only the Nasal Spray 2009 H1N1 Influenza Vaccine which is the
live, attenuated vaccine. The live, intranasal vaccine will only be given to healthy individuals between
the ages of 2 and 24.

The Waukesha Public Health Department will offer additional immunization clinics with the inactivated,
injectable vaccine when they have it available.  Refer to the following website for information on the
inactivated, injectable 2009 H1N1 Influenza Vaccine which will  be available at later vaccine clinics.

As you may know, H1N1 can be easily spread from person to person.  We need your help to prevent the
spread of the H1N1 influenza virus.

• Do not send children to school if they are sick. Any children who are determined to be sick while at
school will be sent home.

• Know the signs and symptoms of the flu. Symptoms of the flu include fever (100 degrees Fahrenheit,
37.8 degrees Celsius, or greater), cough, sore throat, a runny or stuffy nose, body aches, headache,
and feeling very tired.  Some people may also vomit or have diarrhea.

• Keep sick children at home for at least 24 hours after they no longer have fever or do not have signs
of fever, without using fever-reducing drugs.  Keeping children with a fever at home will reduce the
number of people who may get infected.
